	As an active MiBLSi school, we have faithfully used DIBELS to inform our Response to Intervention (RtI) planning. However, DIBELS may not be recognized as a valid indicator.


	How does the policy interfere with effective/efficient implementation of the practice?
	As we prepare for a Title I program audit, our school wants to insure we operate in compliance to federal standards. We collect a variety of data, but it has been suggested DIBELS can not be viewed to determine the level of success of interventions, which sounds contrary to our MiBLSi training.

Steve Goodman talked with MDE Field Services Supervisor Fred Williams. Here is his (paraphrased) response:

DIBELS is a tool that Title I schools can and do use.  The restrictions around DIBELS are in funding the collection of the data, not in the use of DIBELS as an indicator of risk for your students.  

If you are a targeted Title 1 school, then you cannot use Title 1 funds to pay for DIBELS universal screening, but you can use Title 1 funds to pay for DIBELS progress monitoring for Title 1 students.  If you are Title 1 funded schoolwide, then you cannot use Title 1 funds to pay for DIBELS screening data collection, but you can use Title 1 funds to pay for DIBELS progress monitoring data collection for all students.
